ALASKA VOLCANO OBSERVATORY

This program provides simple instructions on how to take a variety of observations about volcanic ash
in Alaska: thickness measurements, measured-area sampling, time incremental sampling, bulk
sampling. It gives people the choice to report what they feel able to do. It is not yet available online.
These samples help USGS understand the composition, volume, and dispersal pattern of the ash. The
area over which ash can fall is large, and ash-fall deposits can be ephemeral. Timely access is often
difficult for us. Locals are ideally positioned to collect excellent samples. These instructions describe
how to collect a sample of volcanic ash from a recent or ongoing volcanic eruption. \We would like two
types of samples if possible: (1) measured-area samples and, (2) bulk ash samples. Detailed methods
