Download latest apk file from US Geological Survey Mobile Application Directory page

Change/check security settings so that you are able to download from any source (you can change this back after you install iPlover)
· Tap Apps
· Choose Settings (Gear icon)
· Scroll down to and tap Security (icon looks like a little padlock)
· Under Device administration section, make sure the checkbox for Unknown sources is checked/active.
· This allows you to install from both the Google Play store, and from other unknown sources (which is required for the iPlover installation)
· Once that Unknown sources checkbox is confirmed, leave Settings by tapping the Home button

Locate the file in the My Files app
· Go to Apps
· Tap on My Files
· Select Download History to open up a list of previously downloaded files
· Tap on the iPlover2.1.1.apk file
· Confirm that you want to install the application
· It will successfully install and tell you the ‘App Installed’

Look for the iPlover icon in your Apps and start entering nests!

[bookmark: h.jorbyo31jfx]Android Workflow for iPlover Application

Before you enter iPlover and dive into entering nest site data, the workflow for Android is slightly different than the one used for including photos for the iPhone. 

We suggest that when you locate a nest, you first take a picture/photo of the nest site (following all the original workflow/methodology for image capture provided by Rob Thieler at the training session), and then open the application and create a New Nest Site to record other pertinent details about the nest.

When you click the button to Take a Picture, this will open up your Camera Roll and allow you to select the picture you just captured.

No other workflow changes are necessary.
